The Orange County Ronald McDonald House and Ronald McDonald Family Rooms provide a comforting 
“home away from home” for families with seriously ill children receiving treatment in Orange County 
hospitals. 

What the Orange County Ronald McDonald House provides for families: 
 

 A comfortable and affordable “home away from home” for families shouldering the burdens 
associated with a child who is being treated at a nearby hospital.  

 20 private guest rooms with included baths.  
 A spacious community kitchen with a place for groceries.  
 Complimentary laundry facilities.  
 Help with transportation to and from area hospitals.  
 Caring staff on site 24/7.  
 TV areas, kids' playroom, library and large cozy living room.  
 Non-denominational sanctuary for reflection.  
 Family computers and wireless Internet access.  
 Home-cooked meals on most nights.  

Some children must travel great distances to get the medical attention they need. Hospital treatments may 
last a day, a month or more than a year. For the families of these children, affordable accommodations are few 
and far between. Often, they are limited to costly hotels or unforgiving hospital chairs.  
 
The Orange County Ronald McDonald House offers a comfortable, supportive and affordable alternative for 
these families. It’s a temporary home near their child’s hospital where they can sleep, eat, relax and find 
encouragement from others. It is much more than just a nice place to stay. It helps to anchor families in very 
trying times. It can reduce stress by providing a venue where people can talk things out with others who are 
wrestling with the same issues. 
 
The actual cost for one family per night is approximately $150. However, families are asked to pay only $10 
per day. If that isn’t possible, their stay is free. For this reason, the Orange County Ronald McDonald House 
seeks the support of individuals, foundations, corporations and service groups.  
 
It takes more than windows and walls, kitchens and bathrooms to make a House a home. More than 4,690 
volunteers help us keep our doors open around-the-clock, 365 days a year. This allows our guest families to 
focus on one thing—the health of their child.  
 
The Orange County Ronald McDonald House keeps families together when it counts the most. It helps relieve 
the stress of finding and affording someplace to stay. And, it helps families remain physically and emotionally 
strong when they need it most. It is The House That Love Built® and filled with hope.

Meet the Burkey Family.   
 
Mike and Leslie wanted a baby boy.  They couldn’t have been happier when they adopted little Brandon.  
With daughters Alexa and Shenay their family was complete. 
 
In January 2006, the Burkey’s received devastating news.  At the age of six, Brandon was diagnosed with 
severe aplastic anemia, a serious blood disorder in which the body’s bone marrow doesn’t produce 
enough new blood cells.  Doctors gave Brandon a 20% chance of survival.  Leslie and Mike frantically met 
with doctors and specialists near the family’s home north of Sacramento.  Brandon was finally referred to 
Dr. Nugent and Dr. Putinvital at the Children’s Hospital of Orange County.  On February 28, 2006, 
Brandon checked into the hospital. The rest of the family checked into the Orange County Ronald 
McDonald House. 
 
The doctor’s advised the family that Brandon’s prognosis was bleak.  Trying to find a transplant match 
would be difficult, especially since Brandon was adopted.  One month after being admitted to the hospital 
Brandon underwent a bone marrow transplant.   
 

On May 9, 2006, Leslie received the best Mother’s Day gift she could imagine.  Brandon was discharged 
from the hospital.  After nearly three months, she and her family would be able to leave the Ronald 
McDonald House and make their journey back to Folsom, California.
